Jet Propulsion Laboratory (JPL) to present award of excellence to 
local, small minority-owned business, UDASH Inc.

UDASH Inc. is recognized for its participation in Mars Rover Project as only one of 50 U.S. companies receiving such award

Chatsworth, CA. – Representatives from JPL (Jet Propulsion Laboratory) in Pasadena will be presenting UDASH Inc. – a small, government certified disadvantaged, minority-owned machine shop in the San Fernando Valley - with an Award of Excellence for the company’s participation in NASA’s robotic space programs, on Tuesday, August 16, 2005 at 9:00 a.m. at UDASH’s location in Chatsworth (21029 Itasca St. Bldg. C). 

JPL’s Director of Quality Management, John Miller, will be one of a hand full of NASA officials in attendance. Miller will formally present UDASH Inc. with its award and then continue to make a multi-media presentation about NASA and JPL’s current projects and the involvement of local small businesses in supporting its efforts. 

At a time when aerospace manufacturing contracts and jobs are being shipped out of Southern 
California and the United States to Mexico, China and the Far East, UDASH Inc., which manufactured critical flight hardware used on one of the Mars Rovers, is an example of how local small businesses are still successfully contributing to a major scientific endeavor.  

JPL is acknowledging UDASH Inc. for its high-quality machined components, specifically for the company’s participation on the Mars project. However NASA/JPL also commend UDASH Inc. on its overall performance in providing excellent and expedited service required to meet the demanding schedule necessary to achieve the Rover’s launch date – a unique attribute that only a local small business such as UDASH Inc. obtains.
